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Abstract. This article is devoted to refuting the concept of Yong-Chi Rhie, who proposes to read the
narrative of the calling of the prophet Ezekiel as a shamanic illness (in Korean shamanism). Since the
author investigates the story in question as such, without textual criticism, the refutation of the re-
searcher's concept is constructed from within the biblical corpus. To analyze the problem, all key
elements of both the shamanic illness and the calling of the biblical prophets are parsed in detail. It is
noted that the comparison of the two phenomena — shamanic illness and the calling of a prophet —
omits a number of important elements (spirit possession, physical and psychological suffering of the
shamanic candidate, and the ritual of initiation into mudang). The paper emphasizes the biblical con-
text of the calling of the prophets. A detailed examination of the account of the calling of the prophet
Ezekiel reveals that this narrative is typical of such narratives in the Old Testament.
